Metzeler pilots confirmed with their victories the 
leadership in all three classes. 
 

Borno,Italy. The fourth event of the WEC started in the morning under 

thunderstorms. All weekend long, there was a mix of humid/sunny or cold/ 

windy/rainy parts.  The winner of the first round which took place in the lovely 

ski resort of Borno in Lombardy are Juha Salminen, Mika Ahola and Marco 

Tarkkala all three Metzeler riders.  

 

And also the second day saw great competitions. Juha Salminen, E1 retains 

his perfect score card – 200 points from eight victories.  In E2 Mika Ahola, 

who had an advantage of only one point in the general classification, could 

not only defend his leading position. With his 50 point due to victories, he has 

now an advantage of 16 points in front of Samuli Aro the World Champion of 

2005 and 2006. And the battle in E3 between Marco Tarkkala and Ivan 

Cervantes ended in a draw on Sunday when Cervantes snatched victory from 

his Finnish team mate rival to exact revenge for the result the previous day 

(all Metzeler riders)..
